25 mai — 3 iunie 1994,

Comisia Municipala de Urbanism sl Amenajarea Teritoriului a propus ca
amplasament rondoul din fata Stadionului Tineretului, teren public, situal pe Calea Matei
Basarab la intersectia cu B-dul Decebal,

Responsabilitatea financiara pentru proiectarea, dezvoltarea si realizarea monumentului va
fi preluata de catre Fundatia Lempert Family, organizatie nonprofit din SUA.

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DECISION

Regarding the approval in principle of a notice to place
a Jewish commemorative monument in Oradea,
on Matei Basarab Street, on the entrance route to the Youth Stadium.

Analyzing Specialty report #15845 dated August 18, 2003, prepared by the CMUAT-
Office of Urban Planning Development of the Oradea Municipality, by which it is proposed to
the Local Council that a notice be granted to approve in principle the placement of a Jewish
Commemorative monument on Matei Basarab Street on the route to the main entrance to the
Youth Stadium.

Considering the request of the Jewish Community of Oradea through its letter #92606
dated July 31, 2003, regarding the placement of a commemorative monument in Oradea,
created to memorialize the contributions and fate of the city's Jewish citizens deported to
Auschwitz between May 25 and June 3, 1944.

The Municipality’s Committee for Urbanism and Area Planning suggested as the
location the circular area in front of the Youth Stadium, public land, located between Matei
Basarab Street and Decebal Blvd.

The responsibility for financing the project design, development, and construction of
the memorial will be assumed by the Lempert Family Foundation, a U.S. not-for-profit
corporation.

Based on article #38, paragraph 2, letters "f "and "u" and article #46 paragraph 2 of
legislation #215/2001 regarding local public administration,
THE LOCAL COUNCIL OF THE MUNICIPALITY OF ORADEA
Decides:

Article 1. A notice in principle is given for the placement of a Jewish commemorative
memorial in Oradea on Matei Basarab Street, on the entrance route to the Youth Stadium.

Article 2. The Chief Architect of the CMUAT Office of Urban Planning Development of the
Oradea Municipality is entrusted with carrying out this present decision.
